Wavelengths 
They say “coincidence” is God’s way of remaining anonymous. I think it is 

also an expression of God’s sense of humour in the best of ways. After 36 
years of priesthood, I have no idea how many funerals I have celebrated or 
burials I have done, but there are couple episodes that stand out.  
There was a couple that I had the privilege of being part of their journey. He 
had been away from the Church for years. Through several family encounters, 
he had a desire to return to something he desperately missed, and through it 
all, his wife wanted to become Catholic. It was such an inspiring and 
wonderful faith journey.  
    As fate would have it, this gentleman passed away during the period while I 
was away studying, and I did not know where he had been buried. Later, I was 
involved with a different funeral that ended up at the same large cemetery. I 
had no idea where his grave would be, and since I was travelling in the funeral 
car, I did not have the freedom to hunt it down. 

 When the entourage stopped and we got out heading to the plot, I 
happened to read the neighbouring tombstones in the vicinity. Lo and behold, 
I was standing next to Vi and Ed’s final resting spot. After all this time, I finally 
got a chance to offer my farewell and thank them for the privilege and honour 
of being part of their journey.  

Then suddenly, the funeral director informed us that we were at the wrong 
section of the cemetery! We piled back into the vehicles and headed off for 
the actual burial. What a coincidence! I guess Vi and Ed just needed a visit to 
bring things to completion. That was uncanny—so I was sure to buy a lottery 
ticket in the glow of that experience. (No, I did not win.) 

 I hadn’t thought about that for a while, until the other day when I was 
called to an interment at Lakeview Cemetery. Now that the grounds at the 
cemeteries are thawed, the caskets and urns can begin being laid to rest. I 
went around the casket and hole and looked at the neighbouring tombstones. 
I did a double take because again, I knew the people buried there! 

Years after leaving the Harbour, I received a call to visit a former 
parishioner in hospice. She was only in hospice for a couple of days, and I 
couldn’t make it on time. When the family asked about the funeral, 
circumstances dictated that I couldn’t go to it, either. I felt badly and wished 
that I could have been there, but…   I was able to pay a visit at her plot and 
wish her well. It just elated me to find the grave.  

I like to think in God’s sense of humour in this was 
divine intervention, and I am considering buying a 
lottery ticket again. So, If I’m not here this weekend, 
you can rest assured that divine intervention has 
happened again.
